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You should start your introductory sentence here and continue accordingly, describing the topicality and the aim of the research. 
The description of the theoretical sources on the topic of your research is given here. Here the first source from your list of references should be mentioned/described or quoted [1].
Then the mentioned/described/quoted source should be discussed, analysed, evaluated, compared, etc.
Here the second source from your list of references should be mentioned/described or quoted [2].
Then the mentioned/described/quoted source should be discussed, analysed, evaluated, compared, etc.
Here the third source from your list of references should be mentioned/described or quoted, if necessary [3].
Then, if applicable, the mentioned/described/quoted source should be discussed, analysed, evaluated, compared, etc.
Here the conclusion part should follow. In the conclusion you should summarize the ideas expressed in your research. 
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
